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1. A specialist veterinarian understands and has knowledge of farming, genetics, nutrition and welfare of horses – and promotes it among breeders and customers.

2. . He/ she can diagnose and treat disorders of locomotory systemt:


a) uses different diagnostic methods: clinical, X-rays, ultrasound, arthroscopic


b) performs diagnostic anesthesia and intrajunctions punctures


c) in addition to pharmacological treatment, applies also surgical treatment (tenotomy, removal of the fragments of a broken bone)


d) applies prevention of musculoskeletal diseases through professional collaboration with a smith (orthopedic forging and correction of faulty posture)


e) is able to provide first aid for bone-fractures and joints injuries

3. Can diagnose respiratory tracts diseases, differentiates them in terms of causes and pathogenesis. Applies the appropriate treatment and prevention.

4. Recognizes the heart and blood vessels diseases using different diagnostic techniques such as electrocardiography, ultrasound, gasometry, echocardiography, and leads the therapeutic treatment of cardiovascular disorders.

5. Knows the rules for the differential diagnosis of gastrointestinal diseases, especially colic, using a colic diagnostic protocol.

a) is able to diagnose and treat oral cave diseases, including diseases of the teeth-knows dental procedures.

b) implements the principles of rational nutrition, dietetics, as part of prevention of gastrointestinal diseases

6. Recognizes by clinical examination, ultrasound and laboratory tests urinary tract diseases and treats them, can perform bladder catheterization and flushing.

7. Can differentiate disorders of the nervous system, both central and peripheral, and implements appropriate therapeutic management.

8. Knows the physiology and pathology of breeding mares, performs clinical, ultrasound, endoscopic, cytologic, bacteriological and histochemical examination of reproductive tract, can perform biopsy of the uterus, diagnoses dysfunction of the cycle.

a) uses bio-technique methods of horse reproduction such as induction of estrus and ovulation, insemination, semen collection and its maintenance

b) can perform the andrological examination of stallion and treat basic andrological disorders

9. Distinguishes between skin diseases of different etiologies and can apply appropriate pharmacological and surgical procedures including removal of skin lesions in the form of sarkoids.

10. Can diagnose and treat eye diseases.

11. Knows the law relating to control of infectious diseases of horses 

a) distinguishes and treats infectious and parasitic diseases of horses

b) has knowledge of immunology and diagnostics of infectious diseases 

c) knows and implies prophylactic regimens as vaccination and deworming programs

12. Can perform the general anesthesia 

a) performs the surgery alone or in a team

b) conducts post-operative treatment and care of the horse after surgery

13. Applies modern methods of treatment using the newest, admitted to use in Poland veterinary medicinal products.

14. Diagnoses the cases of poisoning, and can implement therapeutic and prophylactic procedures.

15. Recognizes and heals the diseases of the foals.

16. Has knowledge of equine sports medicine and can handle veterinary care of equestrian competitions.

17. Performs the purchase/sale examination procedure of the horse.

18. Performs expertises in forensic medicine and acts as an expert on disputes regarding the procedure for the treatment of horses, can perform necropsy.

19. Is qualified to supervise the production and marketing of biological material derived from horses.

20.  Is familiar with legal procedures concerning the trade of animals (sports-slaughter).

21. Can identify and know the rules for marking the horse and issue horse passports.

22. Knows the legal basis to pursue the profession of Veterinarian- specialist of equine medicine
